Since the current Financial Reports reflect pledge income through May, Rachael noted that, as of today, current fiscal year pledge payments are 91% to goal ($76,577.76 received vs. $84,085.36 pledged).  Although pledge statements are emailed quarterly via Breeze, Rachael will also provide a quarterly update to the Board and Financial Committee.

Rachael reported that the CD Laddering plan is in place with CDs maturing in six different months of the upcoming fiscal year.  As these CDs mature, the Financial Committee will continue to evaluate and make recommendations to the Board as to increasing the number of CDs spread throughout the fiscal year.

Rachael stated that committees need to use the money budgeted to them but not to use more money than was budgeted by the end of this month.
